Start of Something Good

Slostartfastfinish leads
the way as the Top
Broodmare of 2009.

SLOSTARTFASTFINISH (“STARTER”),
the dam of 2009’s Top Barrel Horse,
Runnin Ricochet Bar (“Ricochet”), earned
the title of Top Broodmare of 2009 on the
strength of her only performing foal’s cham-
pionship season.

Starter was initially trained to be a barrel
racer herself. She had already been broke
and patterned, but a leg injury derailed the
11-year-old bay mare’s chances of ever hav-
ing a barrel racing career of her own before
it began.

Bred by George and Joyce Loomis Kernek,
Starter is the daughter of the legendary Rare
Bar and out of the Magnolia Rocket mare
Mags Star Creek. She arrived at Jerico Farm,
the home of Jerry and Colleen Biscone, of
Berthoud, Colo., in early 2005 in foal with
Ricochet, who was sired by Runnerelse. The
Biscones intended to next breed her to their
stallion, Frenchmans Irish, who is out of a full
sister to French Flash Hawk (“Bozo”) and by
Flyma Bars, an own son of The Ole Man.

Starter’s first foal, 5-year-old Ricochet is
her only performance age offspring to have
recorded winnings, earning $152,528 in
2009, according to Equi-Stat.

“When we delivered Ricochet, he had
such a hard time standing up in the stall,”
Colleen Biscone says. “He kept getting up
and bouncing off each wall of the stall. He
got the name Ricochet from that. I'm glad I
didn’t name him Pinball!”

Starter and Ricochet were sent back to
Loomis Kernek with the mare in foal with
Luckys Irish Rose, who Loomis Kernek later
sold as a yearling,

The Biscones were familiar with Starter’s
bloodlines before purchasing her, having
previously owned her full brother, Rare And
Royal, and they jumped at the chance when
Loomis Kernek offered to sell them the mare

in 2006 in foal to Perks Alive.

“Joyce has always been our mentor in
our barrel racing business,” Biscone says.
“Whatever she advises, we usually do. When
Joyce offered us Starter so we could breed

her to our stallion, we thought it sounde
like a great deal.

“Is just been the gift of a lifetime—
working with someone of that caliber an
knowledge and expertise. She’s been able t
guide us through our barrel racing business.

Biscone was impressed with Starter righ
away, not only due to her impeccable genet
ics, but also because she was a sweet mar
Her kind disposition made her easy to breec
easy to handle, and she had beautiful babies

“Her breeding is very good,” Biscone say
of Starter. “I think she throws some nic
personalities and size in her babies. Theyt
really friendly. They want to be around you
No attitude.

“They all break out real nice. They're nc
broncy. But our stud isn't broncy either, so b
puts a nice personality on the colts. I thin
when you have nice and nice, you get nice.’

Starter has produced five foals, incluc
ing Ricochet and Rosie. The Biscones ow
the mare’s three youngest offspring—tk
3-year-old filly A Rare Perk (“Perky”), wh
is by Perks Alive, as well as 2-year-old fil

A Lucky Start and yearling stud colt Luckys
Irish Charm, who are both by their stud,
Frenchmans Irish.

Biscone hopes her trio of young Starters
end up showing as much promise as their
famous older half-brother, Ricochet.

“The quality in the foals she has pro-
duced by three different sires is consistent,”
she says. “We hope we have three of them
that run like [Ricochet]. We are definitely
looking foarward to having them out in the
futurity world.”

The Biscones sold Starter to Ricochet’s
owner, Thomas Souza, of Brazil, in December
2009. Embryos are being collected from the
mare to breed to Dash Ta Fame and Dash
For Perks. After quarantine, she will be
going to Brazil, where she will also be bred

to Souzass stallion, Victory Fly, one of the top
barrel racing sires in Brazil. -

“I hope she continues to be a good
producer and be as much of a blessing to
Thomas as she was to us,” Biscone says.

Three of the top 5 broodmares on the list
had more than one performer in 2009. Less
Return’s two performers, Return Of The
Bully and Threeturnsandreturn, brought in
a combined $143,967 to place her second
on the list. Third place went to Martinis And
Bikinis, whose pair of Dash Ta Fame daugh-
ters, Famous Silk Panties and Ritas Gone,
brought in $101,790.

Kelly Yates’ Firewater Fiesta was the fifth
ranking broodmare with three sons (Go
Figure Fiesta, Credit To Fiesta and Janos
Rascal) earning $73,520.
